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BP CENTRE

PARKADE INFORMATION

Access to the BP Centre Parkade is limited to authorized vehicles only.  Public Parking is not available.  Monthly parking is non-transferable and parking transponders cannot be shared between individuals.

*After hours parking is available for all BP Centre Tenants with a valid building pass on a first-come, first-served basis. Statutory Holidays and reserved parking stalls are excluded from after hours parking.
Unauthorized vehicles parked in reserved stalls or designated handicapped stalls are subject to being ticketed and towed at the owner’s sole liability and expense.

General Information:

Entry to the parkade is off of 2nd Street SW, between 3rd and 4th Avenues.  All vehicles enter through the loading dock at the P2 level of the parkade.  There is additional parking on the P1 and P3 levels via ramps.

The maximum height of any vehicle entering the parkade is 1.9 meters.  This restriction is due to the various overhead water lines that run throughout the three levels.  

Propane-powered vehicles are NOT permitted to park in the BP Centre Parkade.

The BP Centre Parkade employs a ONE WAY traffic flow.  All vehicles in the parkade are to proceed in a counter-clockwise route.  
Due to the close proximity of vehicles, tight corners, ramps, cyclists and obstructed vision paths, the speed limit is posted at 10 km per hour.

Drivers are encouraged NOT to cut the corners as pedestrians usually walk close to the core walls when proceeding to and from the elevators.  Wide turns will also assist you in navigating the various up and down ramps.
Drivers are reminded that a number of parking stalls are marked RESERVED.  These are reserved 24 hrs a day, 7 days a week.  If you have a reserved stall, only park in the one reserved for you.  
The barrier free parking stalls are clearly indicated by the international wheel chair symbol painted on the floor and on the wall in front of designated stalls.  To park in these stalls you must display a legally recognized sign, license plate, or hang tag.
Security:

Anyone who feels uncomfortable proceeding to the parkade may stop at the Security Desk located on the main level and ask to be escorted to their vehicle.  Building Security will be more than happy to provide this service.
Drivers are reminded that their vehicles should be locked with the windows secured when the vehicle is unattended.  Everyone is further encouraged to move valuable and/or attractive items to the trunk or place them out of sight under the seat.  Do not leave loose change or CD’s on your consol.  This is enough to entice a thief to break into your vehicle.

There are three closed circuit cameras located on each level which will continuously monitor and record activity in the parkade.  

Each level of the Parkade has two distinct Emergency Call Stations located in the North West and South East sections on each level of the parkade that can be activated should an emergency occur.  When the large red button is pushed, you will automatically be connected to the Security Desk.  As soon as the Security Desk answers you may start speaking. There is no need to push or hold the button again to communicate.  At the same time you activate the intercom; a CCTV camera will focus on the call box area and give the security desk a clear view of the situation.  A Security Guard will immediately be dispatched to provide assistance.  The call stations are for EMERGENCY USE ONLY; please do not use them for general inquiries.

Bentall Real Estate Services, the property manager, reserves the right on behalf of the building owner to have any vehicle that poses an imminent danger towed from the property; and to cancel the parking privileges of repeat offenders who, by their actions, create a safety hazard.

Bentall Real Estate Services, on behalf of the owner has the right to close portions of the parkade from time to time to undertake cleaning, maintenance and repairs.  Long term storage of vehicles is not permitted.

Neither the Landlord nor the operator of the Parkade shall be liable for any loss, injury or damage caused to persons using the Parkade, to automobiles or their contents, or any other property thereon, however caused; and such vehicle contents and property shall be left in the Parkade at the sole risk of the vehicle owner.
